� Solid color lunch box with a healthy morning snack for your child. (Refer to Health Department  
      guidelines of acceptable food items).  Please follow our guidelines for no super heroes on the lunch  
      box. Please include an ice pack if needed as refrigeration is not available. Provide a nutritious snack,  

napkins and a drink. 
 

� Prang or Elmer’s washable glue stick, 0.77 oz. (purple) 
 
� Crayola Washable Markers, Classic colors 8 count 

 
For those children staying all day or on an occasional afternoon they will need the following:  
 
♦ Lunch in a lunchbox. The Preschool will provide a snack for children staying for afternoon extended 

care. Be sure to print your child’s name clearly on the lunchbox with a permanent marker.        
 
♦ Foldable four-section nap mat, red on one side and blue on the other side.  (Wal-Mart and Target have 

them) or the child size cloth roll-up type of sleep mat.  Please print your child’s name at the top of both 
sides in permanent marker. 

 
♦ Blanket (no larger than a standard bath towel and free of super hero pictures)  

Please print your child’s name on the blanket. 
 

♦ Soft sleep friend toy about the size of a Beanie Baby.  Please, no large or hard plastic sleep friends. 
 

The State requires that children sleep on a sheet if using a plastic mat.  The school will provide the sheets 
and the school staff will wash them at the end of each week.  There is a $10.00 charge for any lost or 
damaged sheets.
